CHAPTER -1
SPECIAL FEATURES FOR THE YEAR 2018-19

Cargo Traffic:

. Kolkata Port handled 63.763 million tonnes (mt) of traffic in 2018-19 creating an all time record in
the history of the port surpassing the previous highest of 57.891 mt handled in 2017-18. KoPT
registered a high growth of 10.14% over traffic handled in 2017-18, which was the 2nd highest
among major ports, being much higher than the average growth rate of 2.9% clocked by Indian Major
Ports.

. Kolkata Dock System (KDS) handled all time high cargo throughput of 18.551 mt in 2018-19 against
17.390mtin2017-18,i.e.anincrease of 1.161 mt (6.68%).

.Haldia Dock Complex (HDC) handled 45.212 mt during 2018-19 vis-a-vis 40.501 mt in 2017-18,
recording anincrease of 4.711 mti.e. a high growth of 11.63%.

Comparative Performance:

Comparative performance of Kolkata Port in 2018-19 in respect of the following commodities vis-a-vis
other Indian Major Ports deserves special mention: -

Container ® KoPT ranked 3" amongst Indian Major Ports in Container Traffic handling.

Coking Coal/ Other, ® KoPT ranked 1*in terms of Coking Coal & Other Coal handling amongst
Coal Maijor Ports of India.

Other Liquid Cargo| ® KoPT ranked 2™ in Other Liquid Cargo handlingamongst Major Ports.

Number of vessels handled at Kolkata Port during 2018-19 was the highest amongst all Indian Major
Ports. KoPT handled 17% of the total number of vessels, which worked at the Indian Major Ports in 2018-
19. During the year 2018-19, 3649 vessels called at Kolkata Port.

Container Traffic:

Kolkata Port ranked 3™ in 2018-19 amongst Indian Major Ports in Container traffic. Total number of
Containers handled at KoPT during 2018-19 increased by 4.18% to0 8,29,482 TEUs from 7,96,211 TEUs
in 2017-18.Containerised cargo also increased at the Port to 1,30,74,461 tonnes in 2018-19 from
1,24,32,329 tonnes in 2017-18 (5.17% growth).
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1.3.2. Incidentally, both KDS and HDC achieved the highest ever container throughput of 6,51,549 TEUs
and 1,77,933 TEUs, respectively in 2018-19 against 6,40,183 TEUs and 1,56,028 TEUs in 2017-18.
Impressive growth of 14.04% and 17.51% was registered at HDC in 2018-19 in terms of Container TEUs
and Tonnage handling respectively w.r.t. 2017-18. At KDS also, both Container TEUs and Tonnage
increased in 2018-19 vis-a-vis 2017-18.

Vessel Traffic :

In 2018-19, the total number of merchant vessels, which left KDS and HDC, was 3623 with a gross
registered tonnage of 748 lakh tonnes, as against 3649 with a gross registered tonnage of 708 lakh
tonnes during 2017-18. At KDS, 1361 vessels were handled and at HDC, 2262 vessels were handled in
2018-19.

Railborne Traffic:

In 2018-19, KoPT handled rail-borne traffic of 29.825 million tonnes (KDS - 6.236 mt, HDC — 23.589
mt) against 27.666 million tonnes (KDS — 5.706 mt, HDC — 21.960 mt) handled in 2017-18 registering a
growth of 8%. During the year, 1504 trains were received and 1497 despatched at KDS; at HDC, 4948
trains received and 4933 were despatched.

Labour Situation:

Industrial Relations at Kolkata Port continued to be cordial and peaceful during the year 2018-19. No
man-days were lost at the port during the year.

Notable Achievements/Developments in 2018-19

> Following commissioning of two Floating Cranes at Sagar (capacity: 2.02 MMTPA) in December
2017/January 2018 and one Barge Jetty at Haldia in June 2018, to bring more cargo by gearless
vessels, availing of the higher drafts at Sagar, Sandheads, etc. and to facilitate transloading
operation at HDC, KoPT has been handling Cape and Mini-Cape vessels at Sandheads and Sagar
anchorages, firsttime everin its history, the details of which are given in the following :-

v" 0n 19.6.18, KoPT handled for the first time, Mini Cape Vessel (LOA 253 m), with 54,000
Tonnes of cargo with 9.0 m draft at Sagar, against earlier permissible LOA of 230 m
(Panamax), which was unloaded through recently installed floating cranes.
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On 9.10.2018, Cape vessel M.V. Cape Mary (289 m long, draft of 9m), carrying 62,373
tonnes of Coal, after partial discharge at Sandheads, was brought at New Anchorage location
at Lower Sagar, Eastern Channel. As a new facility for the trade partners of Kolkata Port, the
New Anchorage location was opened 7 Nautical Miles (NM) below Sagar. The facility is
deemed to handle partially laden Cape Vessels, without Tugs, allowing deployment of inland
barges, resulting in reduced cost of transportation.

On 17.10.18, Cape vessel M.V. Samjohn Solidarity (LOA: 292 m, Draft: 17 m), carrying 1.65
lakh tonnes of Coal called at Sandheads to discharge around 1 lakh tonnes of Coal on barges
by the two recently installed Floating Cranes. The entire quantity of discharge cargo was
brought to the Floating Jetty at Haldia.

KoPT handled M.V. Southern Wisdom (290 m LOA) at Lower Sagar anchorage (7 NM south
of Sagar)on 28.1.2019, with adraft of 9.2m, carrying 71,507 MT of Coal.

New transshipment procedure aimed at priority loading of containers evacuated under Electronic
Cargo Transport System (ECTS) has begun at KoPT which would usher in a new era of cross-
border co-operation between India and Nepal. A complete conversion of containerized rail
movement to Nepal through the transshipment procedure under ECTS would bring down
transaction/detention costs with no intermediaries at Kolkata, replacement of manual documents
with digital ones, thereby increasing the logistics efficiency for transshipment of Nepal imports
through Kolkata Port.
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>

On 15.2.2019, the 1st train of containers (under the new simplified transhipment process) from
NSD, KoPT, was flagged off from Kolkata to Nepal. Since 15.2.2019, only 1 electronically
transmitted document is required instead of 7 original documents required earlier for cargo
clearance from KoPT, reducing time and end-to-end cost for Nepalese traders.

SCl started a new coastal service for Kolkata Port with break bulk and containers from Khidirpur
Docks to the Andaman Island. The vessel "MCP Salzburg" sailed on 21.12.18 from KP Dock.

As part of the joint initiative with CONCOR to start a new route to Nepal for transit cargo through
India’s gateway ports, the first container train from NSD of KDS, KoPT to Jogbani, Nepal, was
flagged off in April 2018.

As per World Bank suggestion, Balagarh (85 km north) on NW-1 was identified for creation of
extended port gate facility away from the city limits (on 300 acres land owned by KoPT), to meet the
growing traffic needs, facilitate aggregation/dispersal of cargo through waterway and ease road
congestion. Consultant has been appointed for the project.

The feasibility of setting up a new deep Sea port at Tajpur, Purba Medinipore, West Bengal, is being
undertaken by Bhor Sagar Port Limited, an SPV between Kolkata Port Trust and Government of
West Bengal. Consultant has been appointed in May’18 for preparation of Techno-Economic
Feasibility Report (TEFR), Detailed Project Report (DPR) and Bid Documents including
Environment Impact Assessment (EIA) and Environment Management Plan (EMP). Land and
Marine surveys as well as EIA/EMP study are also in progress.
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A Concession Agreement was signed between KoPT and Cochin Shipyard Ltd. (CSL) on
28.3.2019 to upgrade, operate and manage Ship Repair Facility at the 2 Dry Docks & Berth No. 6 at
NSD of KoPT.

KoPT has been organising regular Trade/Business meets/Road Shows with the stakeholders of
the port viz the users, the trade, commercial and business interests and the shipping & rail/roads
fraternity and Customs and other statutory authorities to bring in additional cargo.

KoPT is seriously going for Ease of Doing Business aimed at streamlining of the rules and
procedures to make them transparent in order to create an e-friendly digital ecosystem, conducive
to the future implementation of the ERP so that the logistics/transaction costs with its stakeholders
is considerably reduced.

24 Reefer points have been commissioned at the Container Terminal of HDC. At HDC, fixed
berthing (arrival / sailing) window for container vessels has been provided to a few shipping
companies, leading to expected increase in parcel size as well as throughput of container traffic at
HDC.

As part of Ease of doing business initiative, KoPT has started 24X7 Control Room in the KDS from
23.11.2018.

An MoU was signed between Balmer Lawrie CFS and KoPT under which, an earmarked area at
CFS will be considered as extension of Port and boxes will move from KDS to Balmer Lawrie CFS
through Rail. The move is aimed to decongest the road and improve rail connectivity of the Port.
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On 1.12.2018, KoPT introduced Logistic Data Bank to track container cargo almost on real time
basis.

At HDC, manpower rationalisation was done for lock operation, marine crew and coal handling
plant resulting in reduction in manning scale to the tune of 80 persons, aimed at bringing
substantial reduction in overtime expenditure.

KoPT commemorated 148 years of service to the nation on 26.10.2018 with felicitation to
trade/users/Port veterans, et al. On 13.8.2018, HDC commemorated 50 years of cargo handling
operation which commenced on 13.8.1968.

In a unique joint initiative by KoPT, Balmer Lawrie and the Times Group, a gorgeously repainted
Bagbazar Ghat was inaugurated on 6.2.2019 which would go along way in river.
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As KoPT’s mission to showcase the historic heritage marked in the various land and water marks of
the river-port-city in terms of physical artifacts /towers /bridges /ghats etc started maiden ‘Heritage
Cruise’ from 28th April’18, following it up by cruises being held at regular intervals, with enthusiastic
publicresponse.

KoPT won 1st prize for Swachhata Pakhwada Award-2018 from MoS, Gol, National Safety
Runners Up Award, 2016 for 'On shore’ & 'On board' categories. HDC had received National Safety

Award on 11 occasions earlier.

A Profile of Major Modernisation Programmes

The Port of Kolkata has made investment decision both for KDS and HDC, keeping in mind the river
morphology and traffic that can best be handled at these two locations harnessing the respective
potentials of the twin dock systems. A major challenge for a riverine major port like Kolkata has been its
inadequate draft standing in the way of vessels of higher dimensions/parcel size to visit the port.
Simultaneously, being a riverine Port and strategically connected to National Waterway No.1 and
National Waterway No.2, Kolkata Port has huge potential in respect of movement of cargo through Inland
Water Transport (IWT) mode.

A well diversified shelf of investment, comprising schemes, aimed at improvement of operational
efficiency/capacity augmentation, viz. integrated development of infrastructure including road/rail
connectivity/storage and yard logistics aimed at faster aggregation/dispersal of cargo traffic, setting up of
Riverine terminals and floating Barge Jetties outside the impounded docks of HDC to handle barge traffic
emanating from/destined to the transshipment anchorages and ease the pressure on the lock systems,
floating pipeline handling facilities for unloading edible oils from vessels at berths at HDC, setting up of
LNG handling facilities, mechanisation of berths at HDC and integrated container handling at KDS and
HDC, augmentation of IT& IT enabled services (viz Enterprise Resource Planning etc) and various
projects aimed at ease of doing business have been/are being taken up through DBFOT /non-
PPP/Contract/EPC mode, some of which are already commissioned/under implementation, while the
restare in various stages of tendering etc.

Construction of 1.5 lakh sq. meters of Hardstand area inside Dock. (Cost Rs. 54.48 crore) :
Project awarded on 16.11.2018. 50,000 Sg.m. land has been developed and the development of
the remaining land is in progress. Completion on 15.05.2020 (18 months).

Widening and strengthening of concrete road from GC Berth main gate to Berth No. 13
(Cost Rs. 26.55 crore) : Work order has been issued on 02.01.2019. Expected completion:
01.04.2020.

Setting up of 1 MW solar power isntallation in Haldia Township. (Cost Rs. 5.93 crore) under
Sagarmala Project: \Work order has beenissued on 17.01.19. Expected completion: 31.12.19.

Reconstruction of Bay No. 4 and 5 of CPY including reconstruction of damaged portions of
Bay No. 1 CPY at NSD, KDS. (Cost Rs. 12.45 crore) : Work order has been awarded on
24.08.2018. Completion: 31.08.2019.

Development of Container Stacking Yard at 3 NSD shed area and adjacent green verge at
the North Side of 3 NSD shed for creation of a New Reefer Park with M-40 Grade Concrete
topping and other allied works at NSD. (Cost Rs. 11.68 crore): LOI has been issued on
15.01.2019. Expected completion : 30.11.2019.

Development of area between 1 Container Parking Yard (CPY) & Reefer Park area adjoining
green verge area for CPY including relocation of existing Fire line & Cable Duct etc. at NS
Dock. (Cost : Rs 11.84 crore):. Work order has been placed on 12.2.2019. Completion :
31.10.2019.

B. MAJORPROJECTS COMPLETED IN 2018-19

Improvement of road connectivity to facilitate the trade and Port users at KDS of KoPT
(CostRs.14.91 crore) : The scheme is to facilitate the trade and Port users: Work order was issued
on 18.1.17. The project has been completed on 31.1.2019.

Upgradation of Track nos. 10, 12, 14, 16, 18, 19, 20, 21, 22 and 23 at East Junction Cabin
connected Yard (EJC Yard) at KDS under KoPT. (Cost Rs. 37.17 crore) : LoA offered by RITES
on 24.10.16. Work completed within the current contractual fold on 30.6. 18.

Modernisation & Upgradation of existing Railway network of KDS (Cost Rs. 9.42 crore): LoA
offered by RITES on 24.10.16. Work completed within the current contractual fold on 30.6.2018.

C. MAJORINITIATIVES

ICT (Information & Communication Technology) & IT-enabled Services :

Customer is the focus of ICT solutions and IT-enabled services at KoPT. There have been
continuous improvements/enhancements in the services through induction of state-of-the-art
Information Technologies (IT) and IT based practices. Some of the notable areas where particular
emphasis was given are:
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Leveraging of ICT for optimal internal operations and external services, being further
strengthened by implementation of various application software modules for Finance, Estate,
Hospital, Materials Management, Payroll (Salary, PF and Pension, etc.) and a comprehensive
Facility Management Services.

Using Web-based POMS successfully in all operational areas related to vessel, container,
cargo including ‘Daily Permit System/EGP’, ‘Yard Licensing System’, ‘Container Tracking
Facility’, ‘e-Billing’, ‘Dry Dock Module’, BKCT modules, other sub-modules etc.

Initiating Process Improvement through simplification of procedures, leading to considerable
reduction/elimination of number of documents/steps involved in cargo handling/vessel
movement, etc. as part of Ease of Doing Business.

Implementation of e-tendering as per DoE/MoS guidelines.

Revamping of Estate Module into online web-based Module, incorporating Payment
Gateway/SMS Alert.

Implementation of VOIP Telephony System, which ensures seamless connectivity to all
network locations of KDS, including areas having no telephone connection presently.

Implementation of Aadhaar-based Bio-metric Attendance System as per MoS directive.
RFID based Port Access Control System is being implemented.
Implementation of Guidelines for Indian Government Website compliant corporate website.

Installation of UTM/Firewall and implementation of security measures as per mandate of Gol
(Ministry of Communication & Information Technology) issued from time to time. Cyber
security audit for IT assets has been executed by CERT-in empanelled vendor.

Centralized cloud based common EBS (Enterprise Business Solution) - ERP (Enterprise
Resource Planning) covering all the functional areas of port activities is being developed.

Digitization of Land Records and Land Management :

KoPT introduced GIS based Land Asset Management System (LAMS) at Haldia for entire dock
area covering 921 acres during June, 2015. Details of operational and financial information of
allotted plots are available to the users over Internet. Through web-based application/mobile app,
virtual land parcels are visible in Android based Smart phones/Website.

A consortium has been engaged at KDS in 2017-18 for undertaking Land Management
Information System comprising a complete inventory of the entire estate of KDS by way of drone
survey as well as DGPS/Total Station, field visits, piecing together of old maps, etc. with digitization
of entire records, which will be finally linked together in a Geographic Information System (GIS).
Creation of an asset monetization strategy with master planning of select land parcels having
significant revenue potentials are the other priority areas.
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Multimodal INT Hub :

IWAI was awarded the work for construction of a multi-modal terminal at Haldia in June 2017 (cost
Rs. 517 crore) under Jal Marg Vikas Project (JMVP) which is being implemented on NW - | (River
Ganga) with the technical/ financial assistance of World Bank. To be completed in 30 months, the
terminal’s cargo handling capacity will be 3.18 MT per annum. Haldia terminal will be spread
across 61 acres of land at HDC with facilities of berthing space for 4 vessels, stockyard for storing,
belt conveyor system with fixed hoppers, barge loader, shore protection works, roads, ramps,
parking area, etc. The terminal will be used to transport coal, fly ash, chemicals, petroleum & gas,
construction materials, fertilizers and edible items. The Govt. is developing NW-I (River Ganga)
under JMVP from Haldia to Varanasi (1390 Km) with technical and financial assistance of World
Bank at an estimated cost of Rs. 5369 crore. The project would enable commercial navigation of
vessels with capacity of 1500-2000 DWT. MoS handed over the Kolkata Terminals viz. GR Jetty |,
BISN Jetty and GR Jetty Il to an operator on Supply-Operate-Manage Model on 30.10.2018. IWAI
transported container from Kolkata to Varanasi on River Ganga. The Kolkata Terminals will also
facilitate domestic bound and EXIM cargo for North Eastern Region and Bangladesh while proving
advantageous for shippers plying in the Indo-Bangladesh Protocol Route.

Port Based Infrastructure :

KoPT has allotted about 80 acres of land to the different industries for setting up of port based
infrastructure which would bring additional cargo to HDC. Similarly, major land parcels have/are
also being allotted at KDS to various port based industries for setting up of bulk pulses/food-grain
handling system including processing and storage/setting up of new CFS etc.
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CHAPTER 11
REVIEW OF TRAFFIC

The volume of cargo handled by Kolkata Port during the year 2018-19 increased to 637.63 lakh tonnes
compared to 578.91 lakh tonnes handled during the previous year, implying an increase of 58.72 lakh
tonnes (10.14%). The import traffic increased by 68.82 lakh tonnes (16.25%) in comparison to
corresponding cargo handled in the previous year. Table 2.1 shows the comparative figures of traffic
handled by Kolkata Port during the last five years.

During 2018-19, traffic increased at Haldia Dock Complex (HDC) to 452.12 lakh tonnes from 405.01 lakh
tonnes in 2017-18 registering an increase of 47.11 lakh tonnes (11.63%). At Kolkata Dock System (KDS)
also traffic increased during 2018-19 to 185.51 lakh tonnes from 173.90 lakh tonnes in 2017-18 i.e. an
increase of 11.61 lakh tonnes (6.68%). Table 2.2 shows the comparative figures of traffic handling for the
last five years for KDS and HDC.

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2.9 IntraPort Traffic:

Intra-port traffic between KDS and HDC was mainly liquid cargo. In 2018-19, 242979 tonnes of POL
(Product) moved from HDC to KDS compared to 276863 tonnes of POL (Product) in 2017-18.
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2.10 Container Traffic:

Kolkata Port ranked 3rd in 2018-19 amongst all Indian Major Ports in terms of handling of Container
traffic. The total number of Containers handled at Kolkata Port during 2018-19 increased to 8,29,482
TEUs from 7,96,211 TEUs in 2017-18 registering a growth of 4.18%. Total containerised tonnage also
increased at KoPT to 1,30,74,461 tonnes in 2018-19 from 1,24,32,329 tonnes in 2017-18 (5.17%
growth).

Incidentally, both KDS and HDC also achieved the highest ever container throughput of 6,51,549 TEUs
and 1,77,933 TEUSs, respectively in 2018-19 against 6,40,183 TEUs and 1,56,028 TEUs, handled in
2017-18. An impressive growth of 14.04% was registered at HDC in 2018-19 vis-a-vis 2017-18. Growth
for Container TEUs at KDS was 1.78% in 2018-19. Containerized cargo increased commendably at HDC
to 31,40,397 tonnes in 2018-19 from 26,72,470 tonnes in 2017-18 registering a very high growth of
17.51%. At KDS, 99,34,064 tonnes of containerized cargo was handled in 2018-19 against 97,59,859
tonnes in 2017-18 achieving a growth of 1.78%. Intermodal handling at KDS and HDC during 2018-19
was 6,50,529 TEUs and 1,82,789 TEUs, respectively, compared to 6,41,808 TEUs and 1,60,532 TEUs
handled during the previous year.

2018-2019and 2017-2018 are shown in tables 2.5 and 2.6, respectively.
