Separate Audit Report of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India on the Accounts of
Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port, Kolkata for the year ended 31 March 2021.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheets of Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port (SMP) (Erstwhile
Kolkata Port Trust (KoPT)), Kolkata Port Trust Employees’ Superannuation Fund and Kolkata Port Trust
Employees’ Gratuity Fund as at 31st March 2021 and the Profit and Loss Accounts/ Revenue Accounts/ Income
and Expenditure Accounts for the year ended on that date under Section 19(2) of the Comptroller & Auditor
General’s (Duties, Powers & Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 read with Section 102 (2) of the Major Port Trusts
Act 1963. Further, we have also audited the Balance Sheet of Non-Contributory Provident Fund (NCPF) as at
31st December 2020 and the Revenue Account for the year ended on that date under the above-mentioned
sections. Preparation of these financial statements is the responsibility of the Management of Syama Prasad
Mookerjee Port. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India (CAG)
on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the best accounting
practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on financial transactions
with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-
cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports
separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India. These
standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether
the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test
basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also
includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as
well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit provides
a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4, Based on our audit, we report that:

i We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge and
belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

ii. The Balance Sheets and Profit and Loss Accounts dealt with by this report have been drawn up
in the format approved by the Government of India under Section 102 of the Major Port Trusts
Act 1963.

iii. In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been maintained by
the Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port as required under Section 102(1) of the Major Port Trusts Act
1963 in so far as it appears from our examination of such books.

iv. We further report regarding Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port that:

A Balance Sheet
A.1 Sources of Funds
A.1.1 Other Long-Term liabilities X 583.89 crore

A1.1.1 As per accounting manual, the word ‘Fund’ in relation to any reserve was to be used only
when such Reserve was represented by a specified investment. However, balances of the following
Fund as on 31st March 2021 vis-a-vis amount of specified investments made there against showed a
total shortfall of 185.31 crore. Thus, the requirement of matching investment in respect of Funds
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was not fulfilled. The details of Fund and specified investment there against as on 31st March 2021
are as under:

Thus, it can be observed from the above that there is a shortfall of investment amounting to X185.31
crore against the fund liability of X576.19 crore.

Similar comment is being included in the SAR for 2019-20, but no corrective action has been taken.
FIXED/CAPITAL ASSETS
A.2.1 Capital Work In Progress X 443.07 crore

A.2.1.1 Capital Work in Progress included X17.32 crore towards Capital Dredging over Jiggerkhali Flat since
long in Haldia Dock Complex. The said work-in-progress was transferred by Kolkata Dock System during
2001-02 but the same was not capitalised due to lack of documents like ‘Completion Certificate’, ‘Copy
of Final Bill’ etc. As no records/ documents regarding the nature of the expenditure were available, the
amount should have been charged off to Profit & Loss Account. Non-charging of this amount has resulted
in overstatement of CWIP by X17.32 crore and overstatement of net profit for the year by the same extent.

Similar comment is being included in the SAR since 2013-14, but no corrective action has been taken.

A.2.1.2 The above included an amount of 26.77 crore towards work of improvement of road connectivity
and up gradation of Transport Depot Road which were completed between December 2017 and March 2020.
Therefore, the above amount lying in CWIP should have been capitalized as fixed/capital assets and should
have been depreciated along with the capitalized assets.

Non-compliance of the above has resulted in understatement of fixed/capital assets by X6.77 crore and depreciation
by X.0.35 crore along with overstatement of CWIP by %6.77 crore and net profit for the year X0.35 crore.

A.2.2 Fixed/Capital Assets (Schedule 2)
A.2.2.1 Land: X31.15 Crore

Haldia Dock Complex - SMP, Haldia transferred (March 2016) 27.491 acre of land at Ranichak to National
Highway Authority of India (NHAI) for construction of Railway over Bridge (RoB) cum Flyover at Ranichak by
Calcutta Haldia Port Road Company Limited (CHPRCL), a SPV and 100% subsidiary of NHAI. As per the tripartite
agreement between NHAI, Board of Trustees for the Port of Kolkata and CHPRCL, the value of the transferred
land was determined in accordance with the extant Land Policy Guidelines of Govt. of India that came to
%29.46 crore and CHRPCL had to allot equity shares of the same value to HDC. However, till date HDC, SMPK
is yet to receive the shares from CHPRCL. As the land has already been transferred, mutated in favour of
MoRT&H Govt. of India and asset has been created over the land, therefore, HDC, SMPK has no control over
the land any more. Therefore, it should not be shown under ‘Land (Free Hold)’ under Fixed /Capital Assets,
rather it should be reclassified and depicted accordingly after assessing the historical cost the said 27.491 acre
of land along with under the Notes on Accounts no.24.
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A.3 CURRENT ASSETS, LOANS AND ADVANCES
A.3.1 Sundry Debtors X 2659.39 crore

A.3.1.1 As per Common Framework for Financial Reporting for Major Port Trusts approved by Government of
India, age-wise analysis of the sundry debtors (i.e. outstanding for more than 6 months and less than 6 months)
should also be disclosed in the annual accounts. This was not done in the accounts for the year 2020-21.

Similar comment is being included in the SAR since 2012-13, but no corrective action has been taken.
A.3.2 Cash & Bank Balances X847.69 crore
A.3.2.1 As per BRS prepared by KDS-SMP up to 31st March 2021, the following observations are made:

It transpired from the above table that the amounts were not reconciled since 2018-19 and thus the amount
was not reflected in the bank balance of Kolkata Dock System-SMP, Kolkata. Hence, the above amount should
be reconciled under intimation to Audit. Similar comment is being included in the SAR since 2019-20, but no
corrective action has been taken.

A.3.3 Loans and Advances X 724.62 crore
A.3.3.1 Advances recoverable in cash or kind X 543.41 crore

In the year 1990 Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port Trust (SMP) engaged M/s. Zanen Verstoep (ZV)
(presently known as M/s. Boskalis) for dredging works in Haldia Fairway Development Project (HFDP).
As M/s. ZV failed to carry out any dredging work, the contract was terminated by SMP in 1993. SMP
could neither recover anything nor take any action against the contractor till date. SMP is still
showing X0.96 crore as recoverable from ZV in its accounts. As the case is very old and the chance of
recovery is very remote, the same should have been provided for in the accounts.

Non-provisioning of the same has resulted in overstatement of Advance recoverable in cash or kind and
overstatement of net profit for the year by X0.96 crore.

Comment on this is being included in the SAR since 2017-18 but no corrective action has been taken.

A.4 Current Liabilities and Provisions X 3460.12 crore
A.4.1 Current Liabilities X 2938.01 crore
A.4.2 Provision X 522.11 crore

A.4.2.1 As per actuarial valuation, the liability in respect of Gratuity for 3407 employees as on
31.03.2021 was %365.92 crore against which total fund of X297.27 crore was available. However, no
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liability was provided for the shortfall of X68.65 crore arising due to difference between actuarial
valuations and fund available. Such non-provisioning has resulted in understatement of Provisions as
well as overstatement of net profit for the year by X68.65 crore.

A.4.2.2 As per actuarial valuation, the total liability in respect of Pension Fund as on 31.03.2021 was
1894.42 crore against which total fund of X1278.83 crore was available with LIC. Syama Prasad Mookerjee
Port (SMP) recognized a liability of only X143.51 crore for the year and disclosed it in the Notes on Accounts
(Note No. 12). However, no liability was provided for the remaining shortfall of 472.08 crore arising due to
difference between actuarial valuations and fund available. As per AS 15 (Employee Benefits), full provision for
Pension Fund should have been made in the current year. This has resulted in understatement of Provisions as
well as overstatement of net profit for the year by X472.08 crore.

A.4.2.3 Regulation 9 of Kolkata Port Trust Contributory Provident Fund Regulations 1989 provided that
the Kolkata Port Trust would accept liability for any deficiencies found in the fund. It was seen that the
Contributory Provident Fund showed a revenue deficit of X2.85 crore as on 31 March 2021.

In accordance with Regulation 9, SMP is liable to make a suitable provision towards the deficit of the Fund.
However, SMP has made no provision for such liability.

This has resulted in under-statement of Finance & Miscellaneous Expenses, Provisions and consequent
overstatement of net profit for the year by X2.85 crore.

A.4.2.4 Sundry Debtors included X553.49 crore on account of claim towards dredging and River
Maintenance from 1999-2000 to 2011-12 which was disallowed by Government audit against which
SMP had approached the Central Government under section 105 of the MPT (Major Ports Trust) Act 1963
(with reference to Note No. 17). However, as the claim has become very old and the possibility of realizing
the same is very remote, suitable provision for the same needed to be made in the accounts. Such non-
provision against old outstanding dues which have become doubtful with regard to recovery has resulted in
overstatement of Sundry Debtors and net profit for the year by 553.49 crore as well as understatement of
Provision for Bad and Doubtful Debts by the same amount.

Similar comment is being included in the SAR since 2019-20, but no corrective action has been taken.
B. Profit & Loss Account

B.1 Expenditure:

B.1.1 Depreciation:

SMP charged the depreciation on assets for the whole year irrespective of the date of commencement of
usage for any individual asset which is not line with generally accepted accounting principles. Audit observed
that due to the above, the excess depreciation of X2.04 crore (KDS Rs.1.01 crore and HDC X1.03 crore) was
charged during 2020-21 which has resulted in overstatement of depreciation as well as understatement of net
assets by X2.04 crore with consequent understatement of net profit for the year by the same amount

Similar comment is being included in the SAR since 2018-19, but no corrective action has been taken.
C Notes on Account

C.1 SMP, Kolkata has incurred expenditure of X1.09 crore toward Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) for the
FY 2020-21 under the head Finance and Miscellaneous Expenses-Others by contributing to PM- CARES Fund.
However, the same was not disclosed in the Notes of Account of SMP. As per the direction issued by Ministry of
Shipping dated 14th June 2013, disclosure of all CSR activities undertaken by the organisation on their official
website and in their Annual Report was mandatory.
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Further, the expenditure related to CSR was approved through Board of Trustee in absence of constitution of
the CSR Committee, which was pending. These aspects also need to be disclosed in the Notes of Account.
Similar comment is being included in the SAR since 2019-20, but no corrective action has been taken.

D. Management Letter: Deficiencies which have not been included in the Audit Report have been brought
to the notice of Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port through a management letter issued separately for
remedial/corrective action.

V. Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance Sheet and
Profit and Loss Account dealt with by this report are in agreement with the books of accounts.

vi. In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us,
the said financial statements read together with the Accounting Policies and Notes on Accounts,
and subject to the significant matters stated above and other matters mentioned in Annexure-I
to this Audit Report give a true and fair view in conformity with accounting principles generally
accepted in India:

1. In so far as it relates to the Balance Sheet, of the state of affairs of the Syama Prasad
Mookerjee Port, Kolkata as at 31 March 2021; and

2. Insofarasitrelates to Profit and Loss Account, of the profit for the year ended on that date.

Adequacy of Internal Audit System:

There was no internal Audit wing in SMP, Kolkata. The internal audit work was outsourced to Chartered
Accountant Firm for KDS-SMP. However, in case of HDC, no internal Audit was conducted by any external
agency.

Adequacy of Internal Control System
a) There is no regular system of accounting for liability on accrual basis (LTC/Leave Encashment).

b) There is no system of obtaining balance confirmation from Sundry Debtors which is essential to
monitor and control recovery of dues.

c) There is no Age-wise analysis of Sundry Debtors

System of Physical Verification of Fixed Assets

There is no system of periodical physical verification of fixed assets.
System of Physical Verification of Inventory

At present physical verification of inventory is not carried out in KDS due to the low no. of inventories
maintained. Most of the inventories are directly supplied to the indenting departments and hence
physical balance of inventories is at a very low level. At HDC, the physical verification of stock of stores
ason 31.03.2021 could not be carried out by the Chartered Accountant Firm engaged for the same due
to the factor of Covid-19 pandemic.

In adequacy of Accounting Software

a. SMP uses an accounting and billing software developed by NIC. However, there was no manual
or guide available.

b. Posting of revenue receipts from bills were not automatic and required human intervention for
posting of journals.

Regularities in payment of Statutory Dues

According to the reports of Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port, undisputed statutory dues including
provident Fund, Income Tax, GST, Custom Duty, Cess and other statutory dues have been generally
regularly deposited with the appropriate authorities.

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
OF SYAMA PRASAD MOOKERIJEE PORT, KOLKATA

. BASIS OF ACCOUNTING (AS-1): The Port Trust maintains its accounts on accrual
basis following the historical cost convention after making provisions for income &
expenditure for the financial period under report and contingent liabilities as on the
date of financial statements.

. FIXED ASSETS (AS-10): The Fixed Assets are stated at cost less depreciation and
impairments. Fixed Assets in the Books of Accounts are based on actual cost of
construction/acquisition including duties, taxes and direct costs attributable to bring
the assets to its working condition for its intended use. The assets disposed off during
the financial year have been deleted from the Books. The profit/loss on sale/disposal
of fixed assets is accounted for in the Profit and Loss Account under the head of
Finance & Miscellaneous Income/Expenditure.

. INVENTORY (AS-2): The inventory mainly consists of construction materials, stores,
tools, equipments, etc. and are valued at actual cost on weighted average cost basis.

. INVESTMENTS (AS-13): Investments are valued at Cost. Investments are classified
into Current and Long Term Investments based on the periodicity of Investment.

. CAPITAL GRANT (AS-12): In case of depreciable assets the cost of the assets will be
shown net of grant thereon received from the Central Government. In case where no
Capital Expenditure has been incurred the grant is shown as a part of Current Liability.

. DEPRECIATION POLICY: The Port has been following the straight-line method of
depreciation. Depreciation is provided based on the economic life of assets in
accordance with the directives/guidelines issued by the Government. The Ministry of
Shipping, Road Transport & Highways (MOSRTH) vide their letter no. PR-24021/28/98-
PG dated 19™ August 1998 had issued revised guidelines in this regard. Depreciation
is charged for the full year irrespective of the time of usage in the relevant year. Cost
of software procured after 01.04.2013 are being amortized on Straight Line Method
over a period of 5 years. Cost of mobile phones, cordless handsets, walkie talkie set
etc. procured after 01.04.2013 are being amortized on Straight-line Method over a
period of 3 years.

. REVENUE RECOGNITION (AS-9):

. Revenue on Vessel Related Services, Cargo Related Services and Railway Services
are recognized on completion of service. Vessel Related charges are denominated in
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USD and collected in Indian rupees as per the exchange rate on the date of arrival of
vessel. Storage charges for cargo have been recognised on quantum of cargo stored.

. Revenue is recognized where there is no uncertainty as to measurement and
collectability of consideration. Where there is uncertainty as to measurement or
collectability, revenue recognition is postponed until such uncertainty is resolved.

. Interest on Investment/deposits is recognized on time basis.

. Re-imbursement of cost by Central Government towards River Dredging and
Maintenance of River is accounted for on the basis of actual disbursement by the
Central Government for the financial year following Accounting Standard 9 & 12 of
ICAL.

. Compensation Billing for unauthorised occupation of SMPK property which have not
being received, and are being disputed by the unauthorised occupants, are not being
accounted for during the financial year pending finalisation and settlement of such
disputes by the Estate Officer or with the Appellate Authorities, as the case may be,
under the Public Premises (Eviction of Unauthorised Occupants) Act, 1971.

. PREMIUM ON LEASE OF LAND: The premium received on lease of land from long
term Lessee has been amortised over the term of lease period through Profit & Loss
account as per Common Framework for Financial Reporting.

. TAXES ON INCOME (AS-22): Income Tax expense comprised of current tax and
Deferred Tax. Current tax is measured at the amount expected to be paid to the
income tax authorities in accordance with the Indian Income Tax Act. Provision for
deferred taxation is made for timing difference.

Charging of Contribution to Superannuation & Gratuity Funds: Contribution to
the Funds have been charged directly to Profit & Loss Account.

Contingent Liabilities: Show cause notices issued by various Government
Authorities are not considered as obligation. When the demand notices are raised
against such show cause notices and are disputed by the Port, these are classified
as disputed obligations. The amounts involved in Arbitration Cases against Syama
Prasad Mookerjee Port, Kolkata are contingent liabilities of the Port.
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Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port, Kolkata

Notes on Accounts

1. Profit & Loss Account of Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port, Kolkata (SMPK) for
the year 2020-21, has ended with a Net Profit of X104,08,33,835.56 before
provision of tax following the accounting policies disclosed under “Significant
Accounting Policies of Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port, Kolkata ”.

2. In terms of the assess ment made by Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port, Kolkata,
Provision for taxation of X68.84 crore has been made in the financial year2020-
21. Provision for taxation for the financial year 2018-19 and 2019-20 had been
reassessed and additional provision of X70.38 crore has been made.

3. During the FY 2020-21, SMP, Kolkata has received income tax refund of
X 10.01crorewhich included interest of X1.04 crore for AY 2019-20 (FY
2018-19).Besides this, the appeal effect of the order of the Hon’ble ITAT,
Kolkata dated 21/02/2020 has been passed by the Ld AO. Due to this
appeal effect, refund of X 42.65 crore for AY 2012-13 and X 69.77 crore
for AY 2013-14 has been generated. This includes interest of X29.48 crore
which has been accounted for as income by SMP, Kolkata, which comprise
of X11.45 crore for Assessment Year 2012-13(Financial Year 2011-12)
andX18.03 crore Assess ment Year 2013-14(Financial Year 2012-13).

4. Position of assess ment on Taxation issues and contingent liability thereon.

Income tax

(I) Financial Year - 2006-07

In the assessment order under section 143(3)/11 for assessment year 2007-
08 (previous year 2006-07) the assessing officer had not allowed repayment
of ways and means loan as application of income. An appeal
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against the said order was filed with the Commissioner of Income Tax
(Appeals). The Ld. CIT (Appeal) dismissed the appeal of SMP, Kolkata.

Against the said order of the CIT (Appeal) an appeal has been filed with
the Income Tax Appellate Tribunal in January 2013 which is pending
adjudication.

Financial Year - 2011-12

The return of income filed for assessment year 2012-13 (previous year
2011-12) has been processed under section 143 (1) and a refund of
X 36.74crore including interest under section 244A of X3.34crore has
been issued to SMP, Kolkata. The assessing officer in course of scrutiny
assessment had made additions on account of various grounds and have
raised a demand of X 37.61 crore. An appeal against the said order was
filed with the CIT(Appeal). The CIT (Appeal) after hearing the matter
passed an order dismissing most of the grounds of appeal. Against
the said order SMP, Kolkata had filed an appeal to the Tribunal. The
ITAT, Kolkata vide order dated 21/02/2020 partly allowed the appeal
in favour of SMP, Kolkata. All the grounds other than that relating to
compensation charges received during the year have been adjudicated
in favour of SMP, Kolkata. The AO passed the appeal effect order and
a refund of X 42.55 crore which included interest of X 11.45 crore was
released. This has been adjusted against the pending demand of AY
2017-18.

Financial Year - 2012-13

The return of income filed for assessment year 2013-14 (previous year
2012-13) was subject to scrutiny assessment and the assessing officer
in course of scrutiny assessment made additions on account of various
grounds and reduced the refund from X 56.38 crore to X 7.25 crore. An
appeal against the said order was filed with the CIT(Appeal).The CIT
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(Appeal) after hearing the matter passed an order dismissing most of
the grounds of appeal. Against the said order SMP, Kolkata had filed an
appeal to the Tribunal. The ITAT, Kolkata vide order dated 21/02/2020
partly allowed the appeal in favour of SMP, Kolkata. All the grounds
other than that relating to compensation charges received during the
year was adjudicated in favour of SMP, Kolkata.AO has passed a manual
order granting refund of X69.77 crore including interest of X18.03 crore.
Out of the said amount of refund, X 17.89 has been adjusted against
the pending balance demand of AY 2017-18 and X 51.89 crore will be
refunded to SMP, Kolkata.

(IV) Financial Year - 2013-14

The return of income filed for assessment year 2014-15 (previous year
2013-14) was subject to scrutiny assessment and the assessing officer
in course of scrutiny assessment made additions on account of various
grounds and have reduced the total loss from X199.00 crore toX127.00 crore.
An appeal against the said order was filed with the CIT(Appeal).The CIT
(Appeal) after hearing the matter passed an order dismissing most of
the grounds of appeal. Against the said order SMP, Kolkata had filed an
appeal to the Tribunal. The ITAT, Kolkata vide order dated 21/02/2020
partly allowed the appeal in favour of SMP, Kolkata. All the grounds
other than that relating to compensation charges received during the
year have been adjudicated in favour of SMP, Kolkata. Appeal effect
order has been passed by the AO.

The A.O issued a notice for reassessment of income for the AY
2014-15(Previous Year 2013-14) and in response to such notice SMP,
Kolkata filed a return of income on 16/01/2020 and letter was issued
to the AO for providing the reasons for reopening of assessment. AO
initiated reassessment proceedings on the grounds of provision for
arrear pay and allowances being not allowable, provision for purchase
of annuity not allowable and arrear retirement benefits not allowable.
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On receipt of response, SMP, Kolkata has filed an objection to the said
reopening of assessment. Reassessment proceedings are pending
before the AO.

Financial Year-2014-15

The return of income filed for assessment year 2015-2016 (previous
year 2014-2015) was initially processed under section 143(1) and a
refund of <X 65.18 crore which included interest of X 6.63 crore was
issued. Thereafter the return was subject to scrutiny assessment and
the assessing officer in course of scrutiny assessment made additions on
account of various grounds and have raised a demand of X 28.32 crore.
Against the said assessment order an appeal has been filed to the Ld
CIT (Appeal) which is pending adjudication.

Hence, the contingent liability for assessment year 2015-16 is X 28.32 crore.

The Principal CIT issued a notice for revision proceedings under section
263 of the Income Tax Act, 1961.The proceedings were attended by
SMP, Kolkata and the PCIT issued an order referring the matter to
the file of the AO for revising the assessment order passed by him on
the grounds of deposit of employees’ contribution to PF beyond due
date and disallowance of contribution to officers club and officers
wives association. Against the said order of the PCIT an appeal has
been filed with the Hon’ble ITAT, Kolkata challenging the legality of
the PCIT’s order.

Financial Year-2015-16

The return of income was filed for assessment year 2016-2017 (previous
year 2015-2016) and was subject to scrutiny assessment .The assessing
officer in course of scrutiny assessment made additions on account of
various grounds and have made additions to Total Income to the tune
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of X 68.93 crore resulting in a demand of X 18.71 crore which was adjusted
against the refund claimed of X 77.02 crore thereby reducing it to X58.31 crore.
Against the said assessment order an appeal has been filed to the Ld
CIT (Appeal) which is pending adjudication.

Hence, the contingent liability for assessment year 2016-17 isX18.71 crore.

The Principal CIT issued a notice for revision proceedings under section
263 of the Income Tax Act, 1961.The proceedings were attended by SMP,
Kolkata and the PCIT issued an order referring the matter to the file of
the AO for revising the assessment order passed by him on the ground
of considering interest on income tax refund as income of SMP, Kolkata
Against the said order of the PCIT an appeal has been filed with the
Hon’ble ITAT, Kolkata challenging the legality of the PCIT’s order.

(VII) Financial Year-2016-17

The return of income was filed for assessment year 2017-18 (previous
year 2016-2017) and was subject to scrutiny assessment. The assessing
officer in course of scrutiny assessment made additions on account of
various grounds and have made additions to Total Income to the tune
of X 391.74crore resulting in a demand of X Rs153.24crore.This demand
was adjusted against the refund claimed by SMP, Kolkata in its return of
income amounting to X 82.03 crore thereby reducing it to X 71.21crore.
SMP, Kolkata has paid X10.68 crore being 15% of the said demand and for
the balance amount stay was granted by the Principal CIT till 31/07/2020
as appeal is pending. Against the said assessment order an appeal has
been filed to the Ld. CIT (Appeal) which is pending adjudication. The
balance pending demand has been adjusted against the refund of AY
2012-13 and 2013-14 arising out of the appeal effect order of the Hon’ble
ITAT, Kolkata.

Hence, the contingent liability for assessment year 2017-18 is X153.24 crore.
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(VIII) Financial Year-2017-18

The scrutiny assessment proceedings are going on under the faceless
assessment scheme of the income tax department. However, due to
the pandemic situation the time for completion of assessment has been
extended till 30/06/2021.

Service Tax

In relation to Service Tax matters various issues are in dispute

Show-cause Notice No: C. No. V (15)28/CE/HAL/ADIJN/2010/7204 dated
26/07/2010 was issued by the Commissioner of Central Excise, Haldia.
The amount of Service Tax involved in the dispute was X 2,68,11,885.00
for the period July 2005 to April 2008. The Commissioner of Central Excise
confirmed the demand of X 84 lakh being 33% of the original demand. An
appeal against the said order was filed with the CESTAT. The Department
had also filed an appeal with CESTAT against the 67% abatement granted
by the Commissioner. Both the cases have finally been decided at SMP,
Kolkata’s favour and the full amount against the aforesaid demand
has been waived. The Commissioner of Central Taxes, Haldia CGST
Commissionerate has subsequently filed a Writ before Calcutta High
Court for stay of the order of CESTAT, Kolkata.

i1) Show-cause notice no: C.No. V(15)19/ST/SMP, KOLKATA/SCN/HAL-l/

Adjn/2018/2811 dated 03/01/2018 was issued by the Assistant
Commissioner of Central Excise & Service Tax, Haldia-l. The dispute was
regarding wrongful availment of CENVAT credit for the financial years
2014-15 and 2015-16. The amount of Service Tax involved in the dispute
was X 44,26,490.00. The Assistant Commissioner had confirmed demand
along with Interest and Penalty. An appeal was filed before Commissioner
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of CGST & Central Excise (Appeal Il), Kolkata against the order of Assistant
Commissioner. The Commissioner of CGST & Central Excise (Appeal Il),
Kolkata has issued order for payment of X 9,14,710.00 plus applicable
Interest on X 13,19,056.00 and penalty amount of X13,19,056.00. In this
matter, HDC opted for filing application under Sabka Vish was Legacy
Dispute Resolution Scheme (SVLDR), a dispute cum amnesty scheme of
Govt. Of India. The application under the said scheme is pending.

iii) Show-cause notice No: C.No.V(15)38/ST-ADJ/COMMR /09/11274 dated

27/03/2009 was issued by the Commissioner of Service Tax, Kolkata.
The amount of Service tax involved in the dispute is X 2,72,44,478.00 for
the period April 2004 to December 2007. The Principal Commissioner of
Service Tax—I,Commissionerate vide order dated01/09/2016, confirmed a
servicetaxamountofX2,34,90,074 and imposed penalty ofX2,44,07,465.
Against the said order an appeal has been filed before the Kolkata Bench
of the CESTAT which is pending adjudication. Hence Contingent Liability
isX4,78,97,5309.

iv) Show-cause notice No: C.No.V(15)271/ST-ADJ/ADC/10/1001 dated

14/01/2011 was issued by the Additional Commissioner of Service Tax,
Kolkata. The amount of Service taxinvolvedinthe disputeis X49,58,124.00
for the period July 2007 to September 2007. An appeal was filed with the
Commissioner of Service Tax and was pending adjudication.KDS opted
for filing application under Sabka Vish was Legacy Dispute Resolution
Scheme (SVLDR), a dispute cum amnesty scheme of Govt. Of India.
Accordingly, SMP, Kolkata paid 30% of the pending demand of X49.58
lakh i.e. X14.87 lakh and the balance amount along with interest and
penalty was waived.

Show-cause notice No: C.No.V(15)260/ST-ADJ/COMMR/10/5726 dated
18/03/2011 was issued by the Commissioner of Service Tax, Kolkata. The
amount of service tax involved in the said dispute is X 2,01,53,446.00
for the Financial Years 2008-09 and 2009-2010. The matter has been
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confirmed by the Commissioner of Service Tax and a penalty of
X2,01,53,446.00 has also been imposed. An appeal against the said
order has been filed before the Kolkata Bench of the CESTAT which is
pending adjudication. Hence, Contingent Liability is %4,03,06,892.00
including the penalty imposed.

Similarly, deferred
tax asset has been recognized for difference between lease premium received
and lease premium deferred in accounts. The net DTLas on 31.03.2021 based
on the above mentioned calculation is X 21,95,65,200.00 has been provided
and the previous years DTL has been withdrawn.

As per statute, recommendation No. 43 of the Major Ports Commission,
for creation of reserve was accepted by the Government.

Since FY 2014-15,SMPK has been following the Accounting Policy of
crediting the compensation charges received directly to Capital reserve
considering it as capital receipt. The Income Tax department had however
assessed both compensation charges received as well as that billed but
not received as Income of SMP which was upheld by CIT(Appeal) also.
SMP had filed an appeal against the stand of the IT Department before
the Hon’ble ITAT which has pronounced its order in open court on
21/02/2020 for FY 2012-13,2013-14 and 2014-15,ruling that “According
to Ld AR, the assessee has decided not to press the action of the Ld CIT
(A) confirming addition in respect of realized portion of the compensation
i.e X 75,08,09,517.00 , therefore this part of the addition is not under
challenge by the assessee . So in result the action of the Ld CIT (A)
stands confirmed to the extent of X 75,08,09,517.00” The ITAT, however,
ruled that compensation charges billed but not received would not be
recognized as income of KoPT. Thus the issue regarding compensation
charges received has reached finality. Flowing from the order of the ITAT,
the accounting policy of SMPK is required to be immediately changed
and the compensation charges received since FY 2014-15 to FY 2019-20
amounting to X 386.89 crore is required to be shown under Revenue Account
and the same has been show under Profit and Loss Appropriation Account.
