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. Cargo Traffic:

In 2016-17, KoPT handled 50.314 million tonnes (mt)f cargo vis-a-vis 50.289 mt in 2015-16 (0.05% gmth). In
2016-17, Kolkata Dock System handled 16.173 mt artdaldia Dock Complex handled 34.141 m{2% rise over
2015-16. KoPT has risen to the &' rank from last year’s 7 in cargo handling among Indian Major Ports.
