II CARGO THROUGHPUT :

>

Highest Cargo Traffic since inception : SMP, Kolkata handled 66.4 Million Metric Tonnes
(MMT) of cargo during FY (2023-24), creating an all time record in the Port’s history, surpassing
the previous highest of 65.66 MMT handled in 2022-23, clocking a growth of 1.11% compared to
the previous year's traffic. HDC and KDS handled 49.54 MMT and 16.856 MMT of cargo
respectively during 2023-24.

Highest Cargo Traffic at HDC : Incidentally, HDC’s handling of 49.54 MMT in FY 2023-24, is
the highest ever cargo volume since its inception, surpassing its earlier record of 48.608 MMT in
FY 2022-23 (an increase of 1.91 %). KDS handled 16.856 MMT of cargo in 2023-24 vis-a-vis
17.052 MMT during 2022-23.

» HDC registered growth in respect of POL (Product), Other Liquid, Vegetable Oil, Iron Ore, Other
Coal / Coke, Finished Fertilizer, Container TEUs, etc. while KDS registered growth in respect of
Finished Fertilizer, Timber, Other Coal / Coke, Pulses & Peas, Container (both TEUs and Tonnage)
etc. during 2023-24 vis-a-vis 2022-23.
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CONTAINER TRAFFIC:

SMP, Kolkata handled 7,52,871 TEUs (KDS: 6,42,264 & HDC: 1,10,607) during 2023-24 vis-a-
vis 6,75,904 TEUs (KDS: 5,68,722 & HDC: 1,07,182) during 2022-23, an increase of 11.39%.

SHIP TRAFFIC:

During 2023-24, 3282 ships (KDS: 1206, HDC: 2076) called at SMP, Kolkata vis-a-vis 3090
ships (KDS: 1121, HDC: 1969) in 2022-23, recording an increase of 6.21 %. 4160 vessels (2076
inward; 2084 outward) passed through Eden Channel during 2023-24, to / from Haldia vis-a-vis
3933 vessels (1969 inward; 1964 outward) during 2022-23.

SMP, Kolkata ranked 1st in handling of Coking/Other Coal, 2nd in handling of Other Liquids, 3rd
in handling of Finished Fertilizer and Other Misc. Cargo and 4™ in Container (TEUs) amongst the
Indian Major Ports during 2023-24.

RAILWAY TRAFFIC :

During 2023-24, SMP, Kolkata handled rail borne cargo of 34.387 MMT (HDC-28.926, KDS-
5.461 MMT) against 34.608 MMT (HDC-28.814 MMT, KDS- 5.794 MMT) in 2022-23. During
2023-24, 1271 rakes were received and 1282 despatched at KDS; at HDC, 6388 rakes were
received and 6364 were despatched in the period under review.

Commendable Achievements of HDC Railway during 2023-24:
* Highest ever Tonnage: HDC-SMPK handled Highest ever Tonnage 28.93 Million Metric

Tonnes (MMT) in FY 23-24 with a growth of 0.39 % over the corresponding period previous
year's (2022-23) i.e. 28.81 MMT.
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Highest Interchange of Rakes: Highest Interchange of rakes: FY 23-24 is 12752 rakes, which
registered a growth of 0.43 % over the corresponding period previous year's (2022-23) i.e. 12698
rakes.

Using Deep Drafted Facilities for transshipment and STS operation
v' Using its deep-drafted facilities, SMPK has handled 3.4 million tonnes through
Transhipment/Lighterage during 2023-24.

v SMPK handled 36 vessels (Cape-25, Panamax-8, Handimax-2 & Baby cape-1) of 1.99
MMT Dry Bulk Cargo through Floating Crane at anchorages.

v Ship-to-Ship (STS) Operations being carried out at Sandheads have particularly
contributed to the steep rise of Transhipment cargo. 18 vessels (12 LPG & 06 Naptha) were
handled in this mode in 2023-24 . STS operation substantially reduced the cost of trade at a
rate of around Rs 3 crores per voyage.

A Major Push for PPP Projects :

Concession awarded by SMPK for 2 PPP projects costing Rs 480 Crores viz. to Century Ports
Ltd. on 24.06.2023 and M/s Adani Port & SEZ on 14.07.2023 respectively for Rejuvenation of
KPD-I West (Cost Rs. 181.81 crores) and Mechanization of Berth no. 2 at HDC (Cost 298.28
Crore) which could lead to Incremental Capacity Addition of 6.78 MMT (approx.)

Three more projects (Berth No 5 for HDC, Strengthening & Mechanization of Berth no. 7 & 8
NSD and Floating Crane at Diamond Harbour at a cost of Rs 1160 crore, incremental capacity of
4.5 MMT) are likely to reach Award stage by 2024-25.

Major Projects awarded during FY 2023-24 :

Development of Drainage network (Phase-IIA) on eastern side of dock basin at Haldia dock
complex, Haldia under master drainage plan (Cost Rs.26.79 Cr.)

Regarding Implementation of energy efficient / smart fittings and outdoor purpose along-with
roof top solar power plant at KDS, Lol issued for Smart Light to Schnell Energy Equipment’s
Pvt. Ltd. on 20.12.23 (Value : 4.76 cr. excluding GST).

4 Major Projects costing Rs. 201.23 cr. completed during FY 2023-24 :

Procurement of 1 no. 40 Tonne Rail Mounted Quay Crane (RMQC) at HDC, (Cost Rs.52.82 Cr.
and 0.25 MMTPA capacity addition).

Augmentation of Fire Fighting system at HOJ-I&II including 2 nos. Barge Jetties
including O&M for 10 years (Cost Rs.107.49 Cr.).

Development of GCD Yard (Cost Rs.5.87 Cr.).

Procurement, Supply installation, Testing & Commissioning of 1 Drive-Through X-Ray
Container Scanning System with 2 year on-site Warranty and 8 year CAMC with spares/
consumables for KDS (Cost Rs. 46.25 Cr)- Trial run completed and expected to commence

shortly.
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
