Henceforth, KMC’s death certificates will not be issued by the cremation /burial ground of KMC for dead bodies cremated/buried at non-KMC crematoriunyburial grounds. Relatives of the deceased who are cremating /burying the bodies at the areas outside KMC jurisdiction will have to submit certain documents at the hospital office within 2 weeks ( 14 days) of cremation / burial. After successful uploading of all documents to the portal, KMC will send a link to the designated relatives of deceased to download the death certificate. 

For this a SOP has been drawn up, which is as follows:- 

I. A written declaration by the next of kin of the deceased who is receiving the body will be obtained by the casualty medical officer in the hospital BHT stating whether the body is going to be disposed at KMC or non-KMC crematorium /burial ground. 
2. Ifthe next of kin declares at that point of time that the body is going to be disposed at non-KMC areas then a notice will be handed over by front desk to the next of kin, notifying the documents to be submitted at the hospital office within 14 days positively. [Hospital office : Monday to Friday (10 AM to 3 PM)]. 

3. A designated list of KMC crematorial / burial ground will be available at the front desk for ready reference of the relatives of the deceased, 

4. This will come into effect immediately on and from 02.08.2022. 
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
